· Agreed that US needs to participate in the project but the US role needs to clarify before being overtaken. DOE would like strategy early so as not to be outpaced.

· Positive meeting and they have been brought up to speed. 

Action Items:

· ILC/CLIC Statement

· General but important and should set the stage for work over the next 4 years.

· Not a lot of detail but next step would be to setup small ILC/CLIC groups to work out details.

· We do not want to undermine any of our conditions and we cannot move away from our mission.

· Labs, ILCSC and FALC should be shown this statement. There should not be any issues but we should avoid any misunderstandings.

· 1st draft done by K. Peach and discussed with Barry. Detectors should be included as well? Is this positive? Could put them at the same level as WGs. Does our job then become more difficult? Will FALC be skeptical of this level of involvement by detectors?
· It is more complicated than realized. Intent was to mention few words of about physics and detectors and to only listed in the introduction. Does this imply that they would participate in this strategy? Good strategy includes physics, detectors and machine.  We can reconsider but this issue is not urgent nor is signing urgent. We need to take the time to go through this with other bodies and review carefully.

· Too many people in the sign off could be an issue. This does not need to drag out.
